Western Australia - New
State Digital Data Available

DOLA’s Land Data Services Branch will
make available in the new year an integrated
generalised digital file of the state of
Western Australia suitable for building
theme overlays or presentation at 1:3 to 1:5
million scales.

The data was compiled in Microstation VS5,
based on DOLA’s existing printed map
with contributions from the Department of
Conservation and Land Management,
Department of Agriculture Western
Australia, Aboriginal Affairs Department
and Main Roads Western Australia.

Themes included are the major population
centres (includes Aboriginal communities),
pastoral homesteads, relief, hydrography,
roads, railways and national parks.

WALIS Advisory Committee

Upon the completion of its inaugural twelve
month period, expressions of interest were
called for the WALIS Advisory Committee.
Of the original ten members, eight reapplied
for membership and they have been joined
by three new members. The new Advisory
Committee consists of Geoff Bebb
(Chairman), Robert Leighton, Edward
McKinnon, Derek Milton, Peter Van Gent,
Paul Reed, Bill Holman, and Paul Harris,
with new members, Humphrey Boogaerdt
from Omni-Scientific Services, Hugh
Kirkman from CSIRO Marine Laboratories
and Dex Johnston, Murex Consultants.

The WALIS Advisory Committee is
designed to supply valuable input from all
sectors of the WALIS community,
providing a mechanism to ensure that the
strategic directions of WALIS integrate the
needs of the wider community. In its first
year of operation the Committee addressed
the issue of cadastral accuracy.
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PanAIRama Progress

Since the last issue of WALIS News another
CDROM covering Bunbury and Harvey,
Collie, Dardanup, Capel and Busselton
shires has been released. Others over
Donnybrook to Greenbushes and Northam
to Kellerberrin will be released soon.

Manjimup Shire and the Warren River
Basin and another two CDROM covering
from Gingin to Trayning will complete the
1995/96 program.

As a result of requests from WALIS
Council, the Blackwood River Catchment
will be flown in 1996/97 and a five
CDROM set of PanAIRama covering the
catchment will be produced. A 1996 Perth
& Environs set will also be produced. Other
1996/97 coverages will be confirmed after
consultation with the WALIS Council.

Tailored products with some large scale/
high resolution images have been made on
order from local government agencies.
These include Northam Townsite and
Northam Shire and the towns of Cambridge
and Vincent. These agencies paid the full
cost of customization but copies can be
made from the masters for the standard
PanAIRama costs.

People are finding unexpected uses for the
product; Rally Australia used the Perth &
Environs set in their control centre, Toyota
Motor Company intends using it for
marketing. Local government planning
committees find it useful for visualisation
of planning applications and the
Orienteering Society and Bikeforce have
used it for route planning.

AUSLIG Agreement

The Australian Surveying and Land
Information Group (AUSLIG) and the
Western Australian Department of Land
Administration (DOLA) have signed a
Memorandum of Understanding which will
improve access to mapping information.

Under the agreement State Government
agencies which are members of WALIS
shall have free access to AUSLIG
1 : 100 000 topographic base material and
the range of GEODATA products, which
currently include TOPO -10M, TOPO -
250K, TOPO-100K and COAST-100K.
DOLA will also distribute the 1: 100 000
data to other State Government agencies
that are not members of WALIS, however
data requests from Commonwealth
agencies, Local Government and the private
sector will still be serviced by AUSLIG.

Mapping information from the WALIS
agencies will also be forwarded to AUSLIG
for updates within their public interest
mapping program. This cooperative
arrangement means that more up to date
maps and digital topographic land data will
be possible due to agencies sharing
information.

Plea for Data

The Avon River Management Authority
(ARMA) is in the process of setting up a
waterways management GIS for the Avon
Basin. At present the system is in its infancy
with only the skeleton of a digital
framework in place.

At a workshop held in November,
stakeholders identified what information
existed and what was required for
waterways management within the Avon
Basin. The discrepancy between the two
was substantial.

The Avon Basin covers approximately
120,000 km?, much of which is sparsely
populated. Although a lot of information
such as remnant vegetation is available, it
is not available for the entire basin. It is
suspected that further information maybe
out there, lurking in filing cabinets, perhaps
even in a digital form. ARMA is looking
for data (regardless of accuracy or age) for
the Avon Basin, which falls into the
following categories;

Remnant vegetation

Rainfall (digital)-frequency and intensity
Detailed land use

Pollution - potential point sources
Water quality

Salinity maps

Riparian vegetation

Fertiliser application rates

Fences

Ground water

LANDSAT - 5 Orbit Adjust
Manoeuvres

LANDSAT - 5 launched in 1984 has been
undergoing a series of inclination angle
manoeuvres to correct the drift to an earlier
overpass time. Following the failure of

LANDSAT - 6, LANDSAT - 5 is being kept
operational until LANDSAT- 7 is
launched, scheduled for between May and
December, 1998.

RADARSAT Launched
Successfully

The Canadian RADARSAT satellite was
launched successfully on 4 November.
Testing to date has shown the satellite to
be functioning correctly. The first images
are expected to be released in late
December, although the satellite will not
be available for operational acquisitions
until early February 1996. From that time
ACRES will act as a conduit for acquisition
requests. These requests will be satisfied
by using the on-board tape recorders and
processing by RSI in Canada. ACRES is
preparing a business case which will
hopefully lead to the upgrade of its
acquisition and processing facilities so
RADARSAT can be downlinked and
processed in Australia by the end of 1996.

ACRES Acquires Tandem
Data

During November ACRES commenced a
major campaign for the European Space
Agency to acquire tandem data from the
ERS-1 and ERS-2 satellites. The campaign
is being run in cooperation with the
Tasmanian Earth Resources Satellite
Station in Hobart. Between the two stations
seven ERS passes are being acquired every
day for a six week period. When completed
the continental coverage of ERS tandem
data will provide an excellent resource for
the generation of Digital Elevation Models.

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INSTRUCTIONS TO AUTHORS

Articles should be sent to The Research Officer, WALIS, DOLA Building, Midland Square, Midland WA 6056. Articles accepted
for publication may be edited.

Articles should be provided in hard copy (manuscript) and floppy disc. Two copies of the manuscript should be provided on A4
paper double spaced. The floppy disc may be either 5.25" or 3.5" DOS format, as a Microsoft Word 6 or Word Perfect 5.1
document, or an ASCII text file.

Paper Length

Title Page

Abstract

Figures and Tables

Metric System

References

Papers, including tables and figures, should not exceed 6,000 words (approximately 7 journal pages).

The title page should include the authors’ names, affiliations and addresses; a short title; and a one
sentence subtitle to amplify the title or provide pertinent details or conclusions. Authors’ degrees titles
or positions will not be included in the journal.

All articles in excess of 3,000 words are to include an abstract of 150 words or less. The abstract should
be informative, complete and understandable without reference to the text.

Figure and Table captions must be listed on a separate sheet. Line drawings including lettering should
be provided as a Word Perfect figure; Microstation design file (with the font library); or hard copy fin-
ished quality for reproduction. Only continuous tone photographic prints are acceptable.

The metric system (SI units) should be used except where the Imperial System uniquely characterises
the quantity e.g. 6 inch focal length.

A complete and accurate reference list is important. Only works cited in the text should be included in

the list. Cite reference to published literature in the text by author and date e.g. Smith (1990) or (Smith
1990). Personal Communications or unpublished data are to be included in the reference list. References
are to be arranged alphabetically by the authors’ last name. Multiple entries by the same author are to be
arranged chronologically. Two or more publications by the same author in the same year are to be distin-
guished by a, b, c. after the year. The reference should include the authors’ name, date of publication,
title of article, name of periodical, volume number, issue number and inclusive page numbers.
